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ABOUT THE PROGRAMME


The right to adequate housing was recognized as part of the right to an ‘Adequate Standard of Living’ in the 1948 Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR, article 25 (1) ) and in the 1966 International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ICESCR, art. 11). As per this, for housing to be adequate, it must provide more than four walls and a roof, and at a minimum, meet the seven key criteria, such as : (i) Security of tenure; (ii) Availability of services, materials, facilities and infrastructure; (iii) Affordability; (iv) Habitability; (v) Accessibility; (vi) Location; and (vii) Cultural adequacy. The aim of the course is to provide the participants the concepts related to the rights-based approaches of adequate housing, especially  adequate and affordable housing for urban poor population and suggestive methods for supply of it in the increasing global urbanization.
