COURSE CONTENT

The National Judicial Academy is orgaising training and capacity building programs for Myanmar
Judges and Judicial Officers, pursuant to the MoU between the National Judicial Academy and the
Office of the Union Chief Justice (OUCI), under the Supreme Court of the Republic of the Union of
Myanmar. This program will include sessions on judicial skills and behavior, constitutional law,
criminal justice administration, human rights laws, environmental law, principles of appreciation
of evidence and correlative jurisprudence. The program aims to acquaint participants with skills
of judging and judgement writing. The programs will also facilitate discussions on court and case
management and the use of ICT in the administration of Justice.
